•    The NSF has started the migration of grant proposal submissions from Fast Lane to Research.gov. 
 Beginning on April 30, 2018, proposers will be able to prepare and submit full, research non-collaborative 
proposals in the National Science Foundation’s (NSF) Research.gov system. The initial release of this 
new Research.gov capability will run in parallel with existing FastLane proposal preparation and 
submission capabilities.  Frequently Asked Questions (FAQs) and a system capabilities release timeline 
are available on Research.gov (see About Proposal Preparation and Submission.)
